It certainly was a factor, but in my opinion, it’s  

what we’ve done since that day that defines our church.  We could have folded without blame 

from anyone. The fire would’ve played a part in that defining moment as well, but our decision 

not to continue would’ve been what defined us. The members of our congregation CHOSE to           

rebuild. God had plans for us. òPlans to prosperéó as mentioned in Jeremiah 29:11. òPlans to 

give you hope and a future.ó The decision to rebuild, what we have accomplished since and what 

we’ll continue to accomplish are what give the ongoing definition of Faith Lutheran Church. 
 

Just look at where we are today. We have a beautiful and easily accessible building that  

serves as our place to worship God, enjoy time of fellowship together and educate ourselves  

and our youth. It also serves as a home to many other groups and organizations that utilize  

the space on a regular basis. People in need have found a place at Faith Lutheran to receive  

a much-needed meal. People feel welcome here because of its accessibility as well as the  

cheerful countenance of the people inside. We have become known as a congregation with food 

and fellowship in all we do. 
 

We didn’t get to where we are on our own. We are thankful to the churches and people who  

donated to our cause and prayed for us along the way. We are thankful to our neighbors for  

purchasing our previous land or selling us the land we call home today. We are thankful to  

Epworth Church for giving us a home away from home and friendships that remain today.  

We are thankful to everyone who was involved and worked so diligently to build our beautiful 

building. We are thankful to our Pastor and church leadership for their countless meetings  

to plan the project and see it through. We are thankful to our members for their prayers and  

sacrifices to build a home for this many people so smoothly. We are thankful to those who have 

joined our congregation since the fire continuing the growth and traditions of Faith Lutheran 

Church. Most importantly we give thanks to God. Thanks for everything listed above. Things 

really seemed to fall into place for us throughout the process. God kept us in his care then and 

does today as well. 
 

It’s hard to believe that its already been 5 years. It doesn’t seem like it was that long ago, but 

when you look at what we’ve accomplished, it feels as if it could’ve been a decade ago. Who 

knows what our next 5 years will bring? Only God knows his plans for us. If we put our trust in 

the Lord and be open to his plans before ours, the possibilities are endless. Thank you for being a 

part of the ongoing definition of who Faith Lutheran Church is and what purpose it serves.
